There was a big grid of 29 Rotax Max 125cc karts on Sunday and the weather stayed fine. Hughes had consistent runs in the three qualifying heats, despite a tangle in Heat 2, to start 3rd on the grid for the big race.
When the lights turned green for the rolling start, Hughes was straight up to second and then took the lead on lap 2. He pulled a small gap and held on for 9 of the 14 laps, until hard charging championship leader, Nathan Lawley, was on his tail, by setting the fastest lap of the race. It was obvious that Nathan was slightly quicker and, sure enough, he dived to the inside at the flat-out Park bend and Richard had to yield. It was still close at the end, though, with only 0.2 of a second separating them at the chequered flag.
“I thought we could have had a win there!” said Richard after the race. “We are now getting more consistency and we are within two tenths of second of Nathan. BRT have done a fantastic job with the engine and we still have some more tweaks to try. So, I’m really looking forward to the next meeting at Rissington in two weeks time”, he concluded.
Richard’s protégé, 10-year-old Reuben Gray, also had a good day. He drove his Arrow Cadet kart superbly, clocking the fastest laps he has ever done, and came away with the Novice Trophy.
