“I said after the last meeting that we needed to find two tenths of a second to beat Scott Hutchins”, said Castle Eaton’s Richard Hughes, “We did. But he found another tenth!” 
That was how close it was at Rissington Kart Club’s April meeting. After overnight snow, the circuit quickly dried and it was all-out racing for the big field of Rotax Max 125cc karts. Four qualifying heats were needed, with each driver taking part in three.
Hughes had a problem with a collision in the second heat and from dead last worked his way through to 10th. This meant that he started 6th on the grid for the big race.
As they got under way in the final, Hutchins, from Newbury, started well and was in the lead. Hughes pulled off a remarkable move in the dog-leg and moved from 5th to 2nd in just two corners. He was soon on the tail of lap record holder Hutchins. At that point in the race, Richard was quicker and looking for a way through. Although he got alongside at one point, Scott held on and then found a bit of extra speed as the laps rolled off. The lap times showed that Hughes was the quicker up to the half-way point, but Scott just had the advantage in the latter half. It was another win for Scott and second again for four times Champion, Richard Hughes.
Richard commented after the race: “Scott drove well and we both found even more speed. This is going to be a tough season, but there are several more rounds to go and we are not beaten yet!”
