HUGHES FINISHES 2nd AGAIN
Richard Hughes from Castle Eaton achieved yet another second place finish at Shenington last weekend, in a big field of 27 Rotax Max 125cc karts.
In absolutely atrocious weather conditions, Shenington Kart Racing Club did a superb job of keeping racing going and to complete the full meeting. Richard has always excelled in the wet and he needed all his experience to keep the kart on the partially flooded track. 

The two qualifying heats saw absolute carnage, with karts spinning off on every corner and even on the straights, if they hit a big puddle. No less than 17 karts failed to complete the distance in the first heat alone. The heats went well for Hughes, though. He kept out of trouble and finished 3rd in both of them, to start 2nd on the grid for the big race.
As the final got under way, all that could be seen was a ball of spray! Hughes dropped a couple of places as they all slid through the first corner, but he soon got them back. Daryl Henderson came out the winner, with Hughes second.
Richard said after the race: “My Arrow AX9 kart was absolutely fantastic, but the conditions were appalling! I couldn’t feel my hands after about three laps and I was just longing for the finish.”
The team’s Novice driver, Ben Jordan from Milton Keynes, played it safe in the heats. He took Richard’s advice and held back to stay out of trouble and bring it home. With nearly everyone else having at least one bad heat, Ben’s 8th and 9th place finishes qualified him an amazing 6th on the grid for the final! Unfortunately, he was pushed wide during the first corner incident and fell to the back. However, he still won the Novice Trophy.
