It was great that both the other drivers came over after the race to apologise and to check that I was OK.”
Brothers Nick and Sam Ponting, from Rodborough Common, near Stroud, both had excellent runs in their Junior Rotax and Minimax heats. Nick couldn’t quite retain his speed in the final, but Sam held on well to finish 7th.

Danny Cobb, from Stroud, raced his new Arrow in the Rotax 177 class, but a few incidents dropped him down the order.
Team Manager, Bill Hughes, summed up the weekend: “In racing, you have the highs and the lows and you must bounce back. None of our drivers achieved the result they deserved, so I think this weekend is one to forget! Thankfully, there were no serious injuries, so the safety systems worked.”
