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FIFTH WIN IN A ROW FOR RICHARD AT WHILTON MILL
Castle Eaton’s Richard Hughes recorded his fifth win in a row in Rotax Max at Whilton Mill Kart Club, near Northampton, last Sunday.
Richard had quite a few problems with traffic in two of the qualifying heats, as he tried to work his way past the 25 other entrants in the class. However, he won the other heat and put his new Arrow AX9 3rd on the grid for the big race. 
It only took three corners for Hughes to take the lead and he immediately opened a gap. As the rest battled amongst themselves, the gap widened to the extent that the team signalled to Richard to back off. After 16 lonely laps, Hughes took the chequered flag to loud applause and the team celebrations started.
As Richard received another winner’s trophy, it was commented that he had now moved up to third in the Championship, despite missing two rounds earlier in the season due to an operation after injury. With just 3 events still to go, he has every chance of retaining his Champion status.

Richard’s team–mate in Rotax Max, 17-year-old Alex Ashby from Worcester, qualified his Arrow 14th on the grid after a problem in one of the heats. Alex had an excellent start in the big race and worked his way up to 7th, just missing out on a trophy this time.
Brothers Nick and Sam Ponting, from Rodborough Common, near Stroud, both had a rough time in their Junior Rotax and Minimax heats with collisions. Nick fought back well in the final, moving up from 25th to 13th, but Sam was again in the wars, suffering a broken chain.

Danny Cobb, from Stroud, was out on his new Arrow in the Rotax 177 class, but managed to bend it badly in the second heat. The team repaired it in time and he had a good run in the final up to twelfth place.
